
Application is received 
The Department contracts a 

planner to process the 
application 

The Department determines 
whether the application is 

complete 

(within 10 working days of receiving 
the application) 

The Associate Minister of Local 
Government appoints an 

Independent Commissioner 

The Department may decide 
whether further information is 

needed from the applicant 

The Independent Commissioner 
decides to notify application to 

the public 
(within 20 working days of receiving 

the application) 

Submissions received from 
affected persons and applicant, 

and a hearing may be held  
(a hearing must be completed 

within 75 working days of the close 
of submissions) 

The Independent Commissioner 
decides whether to grant 

resource consent 
(either within 15 working days after 
the hearing closes or, if there is no 
hearing, after 20 working days of 

close of submissions) 

The applicant  or submitters may 
appeal the decision
